Please note -No Pony Club Uniforms Long boots or jackets to be worn in Fun
ring!!!

All riders must wear regulation attire, approved safety helmets are to worn
when riding

Judging times for supreme classes is subject to completion of other classes.

Competitors and spectators are required to keep the access lane clear and not
loiter.

Dogs must not enter the area bounded by the chain wire fence (the oval), at all
other locations they must be on a leash or be held.

Registration papers must be produced upon request in all breed rings

Owners/Exhibitors must be current financial members of the Breed Society
their horse/horses are registered with.

All height specifications within schedule must be obeyed.

SHOWHUNTERS: If a horse competes in open height classes, e.g. Hack ring
they are then not eligible to enter Show hunter classes & vice versa.

Stallions: Stallions must be wearing a bit at all times when being led and must be
under the control of a person 17 years of age or older. They must be supervised at
all times and securely fastened when tied to the outside of a truck or float. They
are not eligible to compete in ridden classes unless their eligibility is specifically
stated in the schedule

Random swabbing may be carried out under ASC requirements.

Any breach will be referred to the ASC Disputes/Disciplinary Committee.
Protests or disputed results must be in writing & received no later then end of
the ring in question, signed and include $50 fee and presented to the Ringmas-
ter, if found to be frivolous or not upheld this fee will be forfeited.

***Judges must not be approached by competitor or
member of the public except through the Ringmaster***
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IMPROPER BEHAVOUR: Outside assistance to competitors by
word, by radio or by any other means in Horse ring events will
NOT be permitted. If in breech of this ruling, names of competi-
tors and their exhibits will be given to A.S.C.

Any competitor found to have breached the ASC disputes and
disciplinary regulations will be investigated by the ASC
Disciplinary Committee.

Admission exemptions apply to Henty Show Society financial members or if a pass has been
provided.

All exhibits must be bona fide property of exhibitors at the time of entry. If sold between the date
of entry and exhibition, name and address of the purchaser to be lodged with the Secretary.
Where possible the correct age of livestock must be set out in each entry. The committee reserve
the right to disqualify any exhibit improperly entered, or regarding which any false statement has
been made. If called upon by the committee of Stewards, exhibitors must make statutory
declarations that their exhibits conform to the conditions under this the prizes for which they
compete are offered.

The Henty Show Society will not be held responsible for the loss of any animal/bird during
transportation to & from the showgrounds.

No Stallion will be allowed to compete other than in stallion classes, or where specified.

ENTRIES (in writing) will close at the Secretary’s Office on Friday prior to the show, unless stated
otherwise and must be accompanied by a signed Waiver Form.

All exhibitors must place their exhibits in the space allowed to them by the Committee of
Management or Stewards. All Exhibits must be in place on the ground by 8am ready for judging.
Unless otherwise stated.

The judges are empowered to withhold prizes in any Section where exhibits are unworthy.

The Committee will give every possible facility to exhibitors and care will be taken of exhibits; but
no responsibility will be incurred by the Society.

Exhibits shall not be removed before 4.00 pm without special prior permission.

The decision of judges shall be final, but protests may be in writing stating objections to any
award or exhibit, with a $20 deposit, which will be forfeited if the protest be deemed frivolous, and
must be lodged to the Secretary, within seven days.

Provided & proved, wilful misrepresentation of exhibits will not merely forfeit the prize, but will
render the exhibitor liable to be disqualified from exhibiting at future shows of the Society. The
onus of proof of the boundaries will rest upon the exhibitor.

No entries will be received as ‘special’ for which prizes are offered, except as non-competitive
exhibits.

No exhibitor or manager of exhibiting firm (except in the case of an owner riding, driving or
leading his exhibit) is to be allowed in section of the yard which his exhibits are placed during the
adjudication of the judges, and it shall be the duty of the stewards to prevent any person
interfering or insulting the judges and if necessary to order the removal of such offender from the
yards and the prizes if awarded to such person, may be forfeited.

Persons in charge must on no account leave their respective lots, or address the judges, unless
authorised by the stewards of the section in which they are competing.

No exhibit, whilst being judged, will be allowed to wear any ribbon/card won in other sections.
